1) unadorned = (adj.) not decorated, plain, bare 
2) unblemished = (adj.) free from spots or stains
Non-
3) nonpartisan = (adj.) not supporting any political group, unbiased
4) nonexistent = (adj.) not real or present, imaginary

5) asymmetric = (adj.) having no balance or symmetry, not identical
6) apathy = (noun) having no emotion, passion, excitement; lacking interest
An-
7) anemia = (noun) lack of vitality or vigor (also a medical condition resulting from lack of iron)
8) anarchy = (noun) a state of disorder, lacking authority, chaos
Anti-
9) antibiotic = (noun) a medicine that stops the growth of organisms
10) antidote = (noun) a remedy for counteracting a poison or disease
Dis-
11) disorientated (verb) = to lose one’s sense of direction, confuse
12) disarm (verb) = to remove one’s weapons or method of attack

13) inaccurate (adj.) = not correct; wrong; erroneous
14) insignificant (adj.) = petty; unimportant; not worthy of consideration

15) immature = (adj.) not fully grown or developed
16) immobilize= (v) to prevent something from moving or operating as normal

17) illiterate = (adj.) unable to read or write
18) illegible = (adj.) not clear enough to be read; undecipherable
Ir-
19) irreversible = (adj.) not able to be undone or altered
